· Scholarship: (Betsy Oakes): Betsy announced that we have two applicants for the two spots to go to the Nicole Carswell clinic. Neither currently show but are fabulous applicants. One is a current member and one isn’t.

Both would be great ambassadors. Nancy motioned to award scholarships for the clinic to both Cassie Thomas and Traci Siratiak on the condition that Traci renews her TWHEAO membership. Peggy seconded the motion. The motion passed.
· Budget (Peggy Bissell): The accountant assisting the club with the taxes recommended that we set up a budget. Robyn volunteered to help Peggy create one.
· Show (Robyn Neville for Holly Reynolds): 
· The premiums will be in the mail prior to Tennessee Saturday Night and will also be placed on the website. 
· The show committee has created two budgets, one for 150 horses or more (break even to a $100 loss) and one for less than 120 horses ($1,600 loss). The lodging costs are lower than last year: 4 hotel rooms and 3 RV spaces. There is a small advertising budget of $350.
· The stall cost is up and the show will have to pass on the cost for bedding to the exhibitors. Three bales will be provided per stall but won’t be spread out. Additional bales can be purchased for $5.00/bale.

· The Oregon Horse Center will be setting up center ring for $250. They will also be setting up a trail course similar to last year.

· There will not be an auction this year. However, they are planning on having a BBQ on Saturday night.

· There will only be one judge, Mike Carpenter. A photographer has been secured with more details at the next meeting. They are thinking about having Marsha De Arriaga come to the show to provide custom suit services. In addition she could possibly assist exhibitors with their existing show clothes for a $25 styling fee.
· All RV spaces will be handled through the Oregon Horse Center directly.
