Linn County Fairgrounds will be handling all of the RV spaces so please make reservations with them. (926-4314)  If you need to arrive before Friday morning reservations must be made there too as we do not take possession of the facility until Friday at 8:00 am.  A stall chart will be posted on the bulletin board in the barn and on the office door.  Please do not move to a stall not assigned to you without checking with the office first.  We have ordered a certain number of stalls and they are all assigned, if you start moving them around without first checking it can create a nightmare.  The unloading area behind the barn is exactly that, for unloading only.  After you have unloaded your horse and tack please move your trailer to the outside parking lot so others will have a place to unload their horse etc.  Your stall will be bedded upon arrival; more shavings will be available at a cost so to keep your cost down keep you stall clean.  Please keep you dogs on a leash or in your RV, this is a horse show not a dog show.  Linn County is a non smoking facility so please do not smoke in the barns.  All decorations must be fire retardant, please leave the facility as clean as when you moved in as we will be charged for any damage or messes that are left.

Entries must be received by June 1, no later.  If you decide to come and cannot mail your entry in time please call me at 541-491-3888 and let me know to expect you.  I have to have the stall count into the facility by the end of the first week of June and as long as I can give them proper information everyone is happy.  If your entry is later than that you will be charged a late fee.

NWPTWHA and the Linn County Fairgrounds will not be responsible for any articles that may be lost destroyed or stolen, although every precaution will be taken to protect property and exhibitors the show or management will not be liable for any injury sustained in any way to exhibitor’s animal’s employees or spectators.  The warm up area is not open to visitors; you must be an owner, rider, trainer or groom to be in the area. Youth riders must wear helmets as must all riders in speed classes.
