Classes are Open unless otherwise specified 
Classes are English or Western unless otherwise noted 

General Rules: 

1. All exhibitors must pay for stalls and one class per horse entered (deadline July 20, 2011 postmarked date) will be honored. If not entered or if the entries and/or stalls are not prepaid there will be a $15.00 per stall and $5.00 per horse charge. A signed blank check or full payment by check/cash must be made before numbers will be issued. 

2. When classes are entered and the horse does not go in the class the class must be paid for unless the class is canceled and an official scratch slip is filled out and in the office before the class goes into the ring. No refund for any class when the horse is excused by the DQP. Horses must be entered in the class by the end of the session prior to the session in which they wish to show. The horse's name must be on the class sheet before it can be checked by the DQP. 

3. No chains on plantation horses on the show grounds. 

4. Junior exhibitors must not have reached their 18th birthday on January lst of the show year. Stallions are not allowed in Juvenile Classes. 

5. All horses must be entered using their full registered name and number. Registration papers or copies (front and back) must be available for presentation. If the ownership of a horse changes at the show, the new owner must fill out and sign a new entry blank. Entries must be shown with markings unaltered. 

6. Cancellation of Classes: Management reserves the right to cancel or combine classes in which there are less than three entries unless the class is sponsored. One horse classes will not be run unless it is the only class to qualify for a championship. 

7. All classes will be conducted by the rules of Western International Walking Horse Association and TWHBEA Versatility Rulebook. For specific rules or class description, please refer to the most recent rule book available at the office. Rule Books will be available at the office at $10.00 per copy. Every Walking Horse will be inspected by the DQP in accordance with the revised rules of the Horse Protection Act. Only one handler will be allowed with the horse during inspection. Once inspected horses will not be allowed to leave the warm-up area until the class is called. No more than two (2) persons may be present with the exhibitor in the warm-up area. First, second place or other horses may be asked to report back to the DQP for re-inspection after their class. 

8. Exhibitors must have valid Amateur, Youth or Trainer's cards. WIWHA Amateur cards are $20 and Youth cards may be obtained at the show office. A one show amateur card is available for $10.00.

9. HALTER WINNERS: All first and second place winners in regular Model classes will show back in Championship class. 

10. To qualify for performance championship classes, horses must have been shown and judged in a three-gait class in their division for a three-gait championship class or in a two-gait class in their division for a two-gait championship. Junior riders must qualify in Junior classes to compete in Junior Championships. No cross entries in two and three gait championships with the same horse and rider combination. 

11. Gate holds up to three minutes (for good cause) upon notification to the paddock manager will be allowed. 

12. The judge may grant time outs when the exhibitor pulls into the center of the arena. Time outs will be granted for replacement of shoes, replacement of broken equipment or in other instances where the judge finds a valid reason. 

13. An exhibitor may be excused from the ring by pulling into the center of the ring and obtaining permission from the judge or ringmaster. 

14. English or Western tack may be used in any pleasure class not designated as either. 

15. Trail Pleasure horses may enter all versatility classes or classes designated as TWH Pleasure but may not enter Plantation or Liteshod classes. 

16. All classes are open unless noted otherwise on the class. 

17. Novice: Not to have won three blue ribbons at WIWHA affiliated shows (or any other TWH affiliated Shows) in the performance division in which they are eligible. Eligibility of a novice entry is established as of the date of closing of entries. 

18. The Inland Empire Tennessee Walking Horse Association, Tennessee Walkin- Horse International Northwest, Show Committee, and the Spokane Fair & Expo Center will not be responsible for any articles that may be lost, destroyed or stolen, although every precaution will be taken to protect property and exhibitors. The Show or Management will not be liable for any injury sustained in any way to exhibitors, employees, or spectators. Management reserves the right to refuse or accept conditionally, to cancel entries, disqualify exhibitors, prohibit exhibition of entries and cancel premiums without claims for damages. 

19. Any person, who fails to fulfill his/her financial obligations at the show and after billing, fails to settle, will be reported to WIWHA for collection. If not taken care of at that time, they will be put on suspension and their names put on the WIWHA/SHOW Suspension List. Those on suspension will not be allowed to show at WIWHA affiliated shows. A $30.00 billing fee on accounts unpaid after the end of the show and a $30.00 service fee for NSF checks will be made. 

20. The trainer must sign all entries, or if you do your own training you must sign as trainer. Parents or Guardians must also sign for juvenile riders.

21. Camp ground fee - $36.00 full hookup per day 

      Electrical Hookup  -  $30.00 electricity only 

      Trailer                       -  $20.00 No hookups 

Hook-ups will be assigned on a first come basis unless the exhibitor has a medical problem (please advise on entry). 

Horse trailers must be parked in the area indicated by Grounds Manager. Trailers used for sleeping parked on the show grounds will be charged camper fees as above.

Contact Show Secretary Bobbi at (503)432-1932. Stalls will NOT be assigned until the entry is received and fees are paid. All stalls or changing of stall assignments must be approved by barn manager. 
Please do not dump water buckets in stalls, do not dump manure in garbage cans. No nails or staples are permitted in the barns. Bring rails or pipe to hang decorations. 

DOGS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO RUN LOOSE OR BE LED ON LEASH IN HORSE AREA OR ARENA. They must be kenneled or may be exercised in the dog area furnished in the camping area B.

23. All riders, drivers, handlers and attendants must wear the attire as specified in the rule book, when entering the show ring. 

24. Vendors will be charged $25 for space. 

25. To receive pre-entry refunds a veterinarian’s certificate must be presented. Up to $30.00 will be retained from pre-entry fees ($10.00 per stall and $5.00 per horse up to a maximum of $30.00) 

26. Special Class Information 

TWH Pleasure classes open to all flatshod horses. 

Novice: not to have won 3 first place ribbons at affiliated shows 

Maiden: not to have won a first place ribbon at an affiliated show 

Limit horse: not to have won more than six
blue ribbons at affiliated shows
Schooling and local horse classes do not qualify for high point awards.  An amateur card is required to exhibit in these classes.

27. Highpoint Awards (1 point for each horse you place over in a class) 

DIRECTIONS TO THE FAIRGROUNDS: Arriving from the west on I-90 take the BROADWAY EXIT, Turn left at the first stop light onto Broadway. Continue on Broadway for approximately 5 blocks.
