MONTANA TWH RENDEVOUS AND REGIONAL VERSATILITY SHOW

CLASS INFORMATION

All classes will be conducted by the rules of the WIWHA/NHSC Rule Book and the TWHBEA Versatility Rule Book.  For specific rules or class descriptions, please refer to the WIWHA/NHSC Rule Book and the TWHBEA Versatility Rule Book, which will be available at the show office.  NHSC Rule Books are $10.00 and TWHBEA Versatility Rule Books are free.

Management has the right to cancel any class that has less than three horses entered, or combine Adult and Youth classes if there are less than three horses entered.
Adult classes are for persons 18 years of age or older as of December 31, 2005, and Youth Classes are for persons 17 years of age or younger as of December 31, 2005.  Youth are not allowed in Adult Classes.  Classes that do not stipulate Adult or Youth are open for all ages.  Youth 17 and under are eligible to show mares or geldings only.

· In  accordance with WIWHA  rules, Youth competitors 13 and under will be required to wear a helmet

Trail Pleasure classes are Amateur Only.  Trail Pleasure horses are not allowed to show in any Lite Shod or Plantation classes at the same show, but they are eligible to show in halter, versatility classes and open classes (TWH PLEASURE, Trail Obstacle, Pole Bending, Barrel Racing, Reining, Water Glass, etc.) at the same show.

Barefoot horses may be shown, however, judge must disqualify lame or tender footed horses.

Pads, hoofbands and welded clips are prohibited.  Horses must be plain shod and no action devices shall be used on a pleasure horse on the show grounds.

Braids shall be worn in English and Halter classes, but are prohibited in Western classes.

Martingales and tie downs are prohibited, (Exception:  TWH Over Fences, Barrels and Pole Bending classes.)

A bosal may be used in Poles, Barrels, Trail or Reining classes.

Approved “leg protections” devices such as splint boots, skid boots, polo wrap or non-weighted rubber bell boots are accepted as proper leg protection in TWH over Fences, Barrels, Poles, Reining, Obstacle Trail and Western Riding classes.

Equipment approved for either English or Western class is approved for Obstacle Trail classes, but not a combination thereof.  Australian stock saddles are not approved equipment in flat shod pleasure or versatility classes.

In timed events and/or individually worked classes such as barrels, poles, western riding, trail, etc. a particular horse counts as one entry.  The only time a horse can be entered in a timed event or trail class with two different riders is if the class is an open class and one of the riders is an adult and the other is a youth exhibitor.  This is allowed only if there is no other class for the adult or youth exhibitor.

All classes must be entered before the end of the session prior to the session in which the class appears. 

There will be no refunds for scratched classes, but you may replace them with other classes.

Gate holds (3 minutes maximum) will be granted for just cause upon notification of the In-Gate announcer.

Egg & Spoon - Riders perform various gaits and movements while balancing egg in spoon.  The last rider to be carrying the egg is the winner (eggs will be provided).

Bareback water glass class.  Rider to ride horse bareback with a glass of water. No canter. 

Ride-a-buck.  Rider rides bareback with a dollar bill tucked under upper leg of rider.  When the riders loses dollar bill they must move to the middle of arena.  The last rider to have the dollar bill tucked under their leg is the winner and also gets to keep all of the dollar bills lost by the other riders.  No touching dollar bills with your hands.  Riders to provide their own dollar. No canter. 
** TWH PLEASURE OPEN TO ALL FLAT SHOD HORSES.
** MY FAVORITE RIDE - The class is designed for your gaited horse that you haven’t or don’t plan to show as a rail horse.  This is for those great trusted steeds that happily and comfortably carry us over hill and dale.  The class will come in at a dog walk or amble, then will be asked to move up to a bit of a flat walk, then to move to your favorite gait be it a running walk, a stepping pace, rack, fox-trot or any comfortable intermediate gait.  Your normal tack and riding gear are appropriate and ride one hand or two.... A time to bring your good riding horse, give him or her some arena experience and have a good time.  The class will work both ways of the arena, line up and back upon request.  . Open Gaited Classes are open to any gaited equine breed.
ENTRY INFORMATION:


Class fees, $12 for classes, $5 for Youth classes, $15.00 for Championship classes. (No charge for Model Championship)


Entries must be post marked and paid by the closing date of June 12th,2006.  Late entries will be charged a $10.00 late fee.  Payment must be included with entry to cover all stalls and one class per entry.  Payment may be made in full, or for stalls and one class, or with a signed (blank amount) check, made Payable to Montana TWH Regional Versatility Show, which will be kept on file until the end of the show.  Show numbers will not be issued until payment is made and entry is complete.


The show office will be checking Registration Papers on all horses shown at this show, so bring your papers.  If papers are mailed in with entry form, please make sure that both sides of the papers are copied, so that registered owner’s name is shown, besides the registered name and number of the horse.  All horses must be registered with the TWHBEA and must be entered under their registered name and the registered owner’s name.  If the horse is being leased, please bring your lease agreement.


Current amateur cards (AHSA, WIWHA, WSH or WHOA) must be presented by all amateur participants, and WIWHA Youth cards must be presented by all youth participants.  WIWHA Amateur cards are $20.00.  If your are not an amateur or a youth, then you must present your Trainers card.


The trainer of the horse must sign all entries.  If you are the owner and also do your own training, then sign as owner and trainer.


Please list all riders for horses on the entry form.  Additional spaces are provided on back of form.


To receive Pre-entry refunds, you will need a copy of the Veterinarian’s certificate specifying exact nature of the disability, accompanied by the Veterinarian’s bill for treatment.  Fees not refunded will be calculated on a $10.00 per stall, $5.00 per entry basis, with a maximum of $30.00 retained.


Due to number of stalls available at this facility plan to operate from trailer as a tack stall


Persons failing to pay their bills at the show will be charged a $30.00 service fee.  If the account is not settled after billing, it will be reported for collection.  If not resolved, suspension will result and names will be sent to the NHSC.  Those on suspension will not be allowed to show at WIWHA or NHSC affiliated shows.  A $30.00 service charge will be assessed for any NSF checks


No Camper Hookups available -   There is plenty of parking both behind the arena-(convenient for tacking up) and also parking by the barns
HIGH POINTS AND CHAMPIONSHIPS
There will be High Point Awards..  In order to be eligible for high point awards, you must be a member of the Montana Association.  Appropriate application forms will be available in the show office. Ribbons to fifth place.  Trophies for Versatility classes and Championships.  Trophies will be awarded for all Versatility Classes with no membership required.   
GENERAL RULES:


If an exhibitor plans to stay in the warm up arena for more than one class, they must check in with the DQP Secretary prior to each class.


No horse will be allowed in the warm-up ring or check through the DQP station more than three classes ahead of the class in which it is entered.


Only one handler per horse will be allowed in the DQP station.  
The Montana TWH Regional Versatility Show management, TWHBEA of Montana, Sapphire Event Center,, and other officials will not be responsible for any articles that may be lost, destroyed or stolen, although precautions will be taken to protect the property of exhibitors.  The show will not be liable for any injury sustained in any way to exhibitors, horse, employees or spectators.
