SALE (Lot) NUMBERS - Sale (Lot) numbers are assigned when completed entry and payment in full is received by TWHEAO. Absolutely no refunds of any kind will be made.

OWNER RESPONSIBILITY – TWHEAO, its associates, employees and contractors act as agents only on all sales and are not responsible for buyer and seller errors, omissions or misunderstandings. Any defects or bad habits must be made known by the owner before the horse is sold. Examples are: Retained testicles in stallions, cribbers, lameness, wind, unsoundness, etc. Horses will be vet checked prior to entering the sale ring. This horse is being sold free and clear of any holds and liens. I agree not to hold TWHEAO  responsible and agree not to include or hold legal claims against TWHEAO or its employees, associates or contractors for, but not limited to, illness, injury or damage caused by, or to, said animal. I am totally aware of the inherent risk that comes with any equine activity and horse ownership. I also am fully aware that any equine has a mind of its own and is capable of any action or unpredictability. I accept all risks that are inherent with equine ownership and handling. I am fully capable of handling the horse I am selling. I have the sole and complete legal right to sell this animal. TWHEAO did not, and does not, make any claims or warranties about the horse. I hold TWHEAO and its contractors, employees and associates harmless from any lawsuits

or legal action resulting from my sale of this horse. I am responsible to disclose in writing the soundness, health and any bad habits that are known to me on the date of signing this Entry Agreement.

STALLING and RV PARKING – Horses can come in as early as  Wednesday, June 21, 2006 but must be checked in by 10:00 AM on Saturday. Stall fees must have been paid (or be paid at time of check-in) to TWHEAO Secretary at time of check-in. Sellers are responsible for bringing or providing their own feed, buckets, wheelbarrows, pitchforks, etc. You are responsible for cleaning your own stalls. Sale horses will be stalled in auction stalls. Horse stalling and RV parking are not allowed on Sunday night unless pre-arranged and paid to the office one week before the sale. Horses, trailers and RV’s are to be removed from the Oregon Horse Center, Eugene, Oregon Monday morning.
CATALOG ENTRIES and CORRECTIONS – Sale catalog deadline is June 14, 2006. Any entries received after the deadline will be announced in the sale ring. If you find a mistake in the catalog, contact the office ASAP to have it changed. After the deadline you will need to write a correction note to give to the office and another copy to hand to the auctioneer when entering the sale ring. It is your responsibility to make sure that all information in the catalog and information announced in the ring is correct. You will hold harmless TWHEAO or its contractors, employees or associates for mistakes made, and you are required to monitor and correct any such mistake during the time the horse is in the sale ring.

AGENTS – Anyone that is selling a horse that they do not own is called an Agent. A letter must be provided by the owner with their signature releasing any/all interest in the horse for sale. This letter must also include the name of the Agent selling the horse on behalf of the owner, and owner contact information (including a valid phone number). All papers and transfers must have the owner’s signature releasing the horse. Legal owner and Agent must sign this agreement. Any horse not having this information will not be allowed through the sale, even if they have paid fees. There is no refund for these fees. As an Agent, you must have all your information ready. It is your responsibility. TWHEAO will not sell horses without proper authority as outlined above.

PAYMENT and PAPERS – All sales earnings and papers of horses sold or not sold are held 3 banking days after the sale. They are then mailed out to buyers and sellers. Anyone wanting papers of horses on the day of the sale must pay all fees via cash or credit card. If you “no-sale” your horse and paid the entry fee with a check less than 3 days from the sale date, your papers will be held 3 banking days.

FINDING A BUYER – Anyone selling horses to buyers who saw the horse at the sale, even if it is “no-sale”, are required to pay the 10% commission. By signing this agreement you agree to pay TWHEAO 10% sales commission for any sale of the horse to anyone seeing the horse at the sale or in the catalog. Absolutely no alley trading.
BRAND INSPECTION and HEALTH REPORT – All horses are brand inspected on day of sale. ANY HORSE with a brand/tattoo must have a brand slip and/or information proving brand and tattoo of that horse. ANY HORSE from OUT OF STATE requires current state brand inspection papers and health report from your state. ALL HORSES must have current negative Coggins test (within 6 months) and current health certificate (within 30 days). If you fail to provide any of the above, your earnings will be held until everything is provided and Oregon brand inspector gives clearance. A veterinarian will be on-site to vet-check horses prior to entering the sale ring.
