Welcome to the 21st Annual Pacific Northwest Jamboree.  We hope you have as much fun at the show as we do.  Remember, this show belongs to everyone, so please support us with your horses and sponsorships.  We do not have the backing of an organization so if we do not get your support, we cannot continue to provide this show.

Ronnie Clark has again agreed to do his “World Famous”  catfish fry on Saturday evening following the show.  Donations will be happily accepted to help pay for the food.  
Due to popular demand, saddlebred classes are again offered this year.  

Entries close July 3.  The show closing date not only allows time for the office staff to prepare your entries properly, it also gives us the information needed by the fairgrounds to prepare the stalls.  By contract, we must give them the amount of stalls needed 1 week before the show.  If we do not have a commitment from you, you might not have stalls.

Entry form and payment or signed blank check must be postmarked by the closing date (July 3) or you will be charged a late fee of $15.00.  If you enter a class at the DQP station/gate, you will be charged an additional $10.00 fee to help compensate for the additional work this causes our officials.  If your horse does not go in a class as entered, the class must be paid for unless a scratch slip is filled out and in the office before the class goes in the ring.  No refund for any class when a horse is excused by the DQP.

Persons failing to pay their bill in full or paying with a check that is returned will be assessed a $30.00 service fee.  If not paid promptly, the bill will be turned over to Western International for collection.

No chains on TWH pleasure horses and no double sets of chains on any horse are allowed on the show grounds.

The fair charges camping fees for everyone staying on the fairgrounds whether you are hooked up to electricity or not.  Therefore, please note your camping fee on your entry - $60.00.  Early arrival or staying late is also charged to the show.  Please pay an additional $20.00 per day camping fee.  Note that additional charge on your entry form.

Gate holds will be granted for just cause upon notification of the paddock manager.  We realize that some gate holds are necessary but please try to keep them to a minimum.

All classes will be conducted by the rules of the WIWHA/NHSC rulebook and the TWHBEA versatility rulebook.  The TWHBEA versatility rulebook will prevail.
All TWH exhibitors must have either a youth, amateur or trainer’s card.  TWH registration papers are required for viewing or you may send copy (front/back) with entry.

There will be no cross entry between 2 gait and 3 gait championships with same horse/rider combination.  To qualify for a championship class, a horse must have been shown and judged in a comparable gait class in its division.  

The Pacific Northwest Jamboree show officials, WIWHA and Grays Harbor Fair Grounds will not be responsible for any articles that may be lost, destroyed or stolen, although every precaution will be taken to protect property and exhibitors.  The show will not be liable for any injury sustained in any way to exhibitors, employees or spectators.  

Management reserves the right to refuse, accept conditionally, to cancel entries, disqualify exhibitors, prohibit exhibition of entries and cancel premiums without claims for damages.  We will not hold one-horse classes unless there is absolutely no other class for that horse to go in.  Purse money will not be paid on a one horse championship class unless it is sponsored.

Anyone on USDA suspension will not be allowed to transport horses to the showgrounds or participate in the show in any manner. 
ARENA CLOSES EACH EVENING AT 11:00PM.  Dogs must not be allowed to run free on the fairgrounds.  

The show offers:

Trophy and ribbons to 5 places in qualifying classes.

Trophy/ribbons to 8 places in championship classes and money to 5 places.

There will be highpoint awards for plantation, liteshod, trail pleasure and juvenile.  Championship classes will qualify for triple points for this show’s high point award. In honor of a great man who loved the Tennessee Walking Horse, we will once again be presenting the Arnie Arnold Versatility Memorial award to the same horse and rider combination accumulating the most points in either plantation, lite shod or trail pleasure.  Please see the attached sign-up sheet for requirements and return with your entry.  You must be signed up to participate.  Good luck – show off your talents!
